Thank you for showing interest in the Sew Teach Me™ program and asking if there is anything you can do to help promote the program.  

Currently, Sew Teach Me™ is making its national launch, inviting quilt shops, sewing machine shops and other groups, to start their own programs.  The cost to start a program is $75, which includes all the manuals and documents needed to begin a program.  There is a $75 annual fee to support the website and umbrella program.

The philosophy of Sew Teach Me™ is to get members of a "sewing community" to each do a little, so many children can learn to how to sew.  Getting the necessary supplies is part of creating that community.  A group starting a new program is called a Team and each Team will need a committee, a host organization, printing supplies (paper, ink, and printer), manuals, etc.  They will also need 3-6 sewing machines and tool caddies for each machine.

Teams are encouraged to fundraise for start-up costs and do things such as create raffle baskets, sell fabric stash, have boutique sales, etc.  As a potential donor, providing a raffle basket, fabric stash, supplies, books, patterns, etc., would be a valuable way to get involved with individual Teams.
